Overall revenues in 2017 are higher than 2016 by approximately $19M. This increase
is mostly the result of property tax collections being approximately $18 million
higher due to the effect of delayed billing in 2016 which are coming as prior year
taxes in 2017. Sales tax revenues were lower than last year’s collections for the
same period as a result of the incorporation of the City of South Fulton, which now
receives the lion share of this revenues.

The other revenue category in 2017 is trending higher than in 2016 as a result of the
sale of assets during the year. The increase is partially offset by a decrease in
environmental and vital records revenue, which is now being collected by the
Fulton County Board of Health.
