This tentative increase will result in a millage rate of 9.33 mills, an increase of .46 mills.
Without this tentative tax increase, the millage rate will be no more than 8.87 mills. The
proposed tax increase for a home with a fair market value of $437,500 is approximately
$66.70 and the proposed tax increase for a nonhomestead property with a fair market
value of $312,500 is approximately $57.50.
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
